A CALL TO ARMS
When we read the headlines these days, it becomes

more and more evident that we are engaged in a Spiritual
battle.  The media proclaims it every day.  We need to take
time to reflect on that battle - a battle that all Christians
have waged since the earliest days of the church, but that
is even more acute today.  We should be sickened by what
is happening in our country against the Church, the body of
Christ. The family is being assaulted from every direction.
What can we do to become more involved in this battle and
fight for the Lord?

First and foremost we must be informed about what is
going on. If we continue to sit in our pews and take no
action, the enemy will continue to assault us. I just read a
paper published by an organization called “Operation Save
America” and in that paper it talked about how our Su-
preme Court has made six rulings that have greatly af-
fected the Church of Jesus Christ. Let me list them for you:
(From “Operation Save America”)

1.  Engle vs. Vitale (1962) - The Supreme Court
silenced the prayers of our children in the public schools of
America. Since this ruling, untold devastation has come
upon our children, our families, our  schools, and our
nation.

2.  Abington vs. Schempp (1963) - The Supreme Court
removed the Bible from the education of our children in
public schools.

The knowledge of God was replaced with metal
detectors, condoms, drugs, and violence of unprecedented
magnitude.

3.  Roe vs. Wade (1973) - The Supreme Court re-
moved the humanity and person hood of the unborn.  With

one stroke of a pen, the laws that once protected the most
vulnerable among us were struck down and it became
open season to kill precious babies in the wombs of their
mothers. Our nation is defiled, and the innocent blood of
our children cries out to God for vengeance.

4.  Stone vs. Graham (1980) - The Supreme Court
stripped the Ten Commandments from the walls of our
public classrooms, removing the foundation upon which the
moral, legal, and ethical freedoms of America rest.

5.  Planned Parenthood vs. Casey (1992) - The Su-
preme Court reiterated the lie of the serpent in the Garden
(Genesis 3) that man can become as God. It declared that
man can determine his own reality, standards, and mean-
ings apart from the objective truth of Almighty God. The
majority opinion stated - “At the heart of liberty is the right
to define one’s own concept of existence, of meaning of the
universe, and the mystery of human life.”

6.  Lawrence vs. Texas (2003) - The Supreme Court
ruled, on June 26, 2003, in this decision that there is a
constitutional right to homosexual sodomy. In one fell
swoop, this court threw out God, His law, over 4,000 years
of history, and it’s own past precedent, to declare sodomy,
in all of its perverse forms, a constitutional right in
America. Even though in Leviticus 18:22 it says “You shall
not lie with a male as with a woman. It is an abomination.”

The logical question is what can we do about all these
things?  As I first stated, become informed about them. We
as a Church must also repent for sitting in our pews and
not getting involved while these things were happening.
Next, it you have a computer, visit some web sites that are
involved in the Spiritual battle.

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Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Ninety years ago, the Blessed Mother appeared in

Fatima to three shepherd children.Through a series of six
apparitions from May 13 through October 13, the Blessed
Virgin Mary invited all mankind to prayer conversion,
consecration and reparation.

Growing up in the 40’s and 50’s I remember most
Catholic families strived to live the Fatima message and
prayed the rosary daily. I even remember the rosary being
prayed on the radio at 7:00 pm nightly. Times have cer-
tainly changed, but the message of Fatima and the power
of the Rosary have not. They are even more important
today. I am sure that your heart, like mine, is grieved as we
daily see and hear of the many shocking blasphemies
uttered against our Lord Jesus and against the Blessed
Virgin Mary. How much we ourselves and our nation are in
need of God’s mercy.

Most of us are familiar with the Fatima message, but it
is always good to hear, once again, what Mary’s message
contained and the importance of living it. So, I would briefly
like to share what occurred in Fatima, Portugal in 1917.

Through three small shepherd children, Our Lady spoke
to the whole world, “Do not offend the Lord Our God any
more, because He is already so much offended”  She asked
for personal conversion, the daily rosary for world peace,
prayers and sacrifices for sinners who have no one to pray
for them, and reparation to the Eucharistic Heart of Jesus
and the Immaculate Heart of Mary. The Blessed Mother
warned, “if my requests are heeded, Russia will be con-
verted, and there will be peace; if not she will spread her
errors throughout the world, causing wars and persecutions
of the Church. The good will have much to suffer, and
various nations will be annihilated.”

However, she prophesied, “In the end my Immaculate
Heart will triumph.  Mary also promised special graces at
the hour of death to all who on the first Saturday of five
consecutive months; go to confession and receive Holy
Communion, recite five decades of the Rosary and keep her
company for 15 minutes by meditating on the mysteries of
the Rosary, all with the intention of making reparation to
her Immaculate Heart.

The late great Pope John Paul Ii said the following in
Fatima on May 13, 1982 and in Vatican City on May 15,
1991:  “The evangelical call to repentance and conversion,
uttered in the Mother’s Fatima message, remains ever
relevant. It is still more relevant than it was sixty-five years
ago, still more urgent. Mary’s message at Fatima can be
synthesized in these clear, initial words of Christ: The
kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and believe in the
Gospel” (Mark 1:15)

I think we probably would all agree with John Paul II.
We are living in very turbulent and evil times. Blasphemy is
rampant, God’s law is transgressed, our future is clouded

by terrorism, broken families, and the grave sin of abortion -
the killing of our own children.

What is the solution to so many problems?  At Fatima
the Blessed Mother said: “You shall obtain all you ask of me
by the recitation of the rosary.” The rosary is a powerful
prayer of the Gospel and weapon against evil. If anyone is
not in the habit of praying the rosary perhaps this October 7,
the Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary, is a good time to begin.
Let us join together as we pray for an end to abortion, for
peace in the world, for personal conversion, for conversion
of sinners who have no one to pray for them, and for the
conversion of our country.

The rosary has always been a powerful instrument of
conversion. Saint Louis de Montfort testified that the rosary
“has power to convert even the most hardened hearts.”
Saint Alponsus Liguori said, “The walls of Jericho did not
collapse more quickly at the trumpet call of Joshua than false
teachings disappear after the earnest praying of  the rosary.”
The rosary has brought deliverance to those facing illness
and natural disasters and according to Saint Pio, “it is like a
great sword that Mary puts into the hands of her children to
defend themselves against the evil one.”  What more do we
need to see the value of the rosary and living the Fatima
message?

Finally, Brother and Sisters, I want to encourage and
exhort each and every one of us to make our voices heard
and publicly take a stand for our faith and for our love for
Jesus Christ. We can begin by joining our brother Tom
Raddell and his family, along with many others, as they pray
and keep vigil at the abortion mill at 12000 Shaker Blvd.
They will be praying on Friday, October 12 from 12:00 noon
until Saturday, Oct. 13, 12:00 noon. They will be there in a
spirit of prayer, fasting and repentance as they pray for the
unborn children condemned to die, and for our nation.
Please come for at least an hour or more. For more informa-
tion call Life Link at: 216-548-4444.

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October is the month of the Most Holy Rosary. Pope
John Paul II called the rosary the “sweet chain linking us to
God”. This is so true as many pray the rosary daily. This
beautiful prayer links us especially in time of need,
as families and parishes come together to pray for critical
and ongoing needs of friends and family. Many knitting
ministries have started during which the rosary is prayed.
The rosaries are knit into each scarf or shawl and then
given to comfort a person who is ill. The Rosary is a gift
from heaven which has miraculous powers.

THE ROSARY WINS NAVAL BATTLES! The mightiest of all
Rosary victories was the Battle of Lerpanto, in 1571, off the
western coast of Greece. The Mohammedans, at the peak of
their naval power in the Mediterranean, threatened to
overrun Christian Europe. Pope Pius V formed a league
against them. As early as September 17th , Pope Pius asked
all Christendom to pray the Rosary, for the success of the
Christian arms. He had ordered all churches to have the
Forty hours Devotion, with public processions and recitation
of the rosary. On the fateful October 7th, he himself spent
the entire night in prayer. Before moving to the attack at
Lepanto, the Christian sailors devoutly recited the Rosary.
For three hours the sixty-five thousand men, all of whom
had received Holy Communion that morning, continued to
recite the Rosary. The attack began. The wind which was
against the Christians, suddenly dropped. The battle raged
until late in the afternoon, when the Turks gave way. The
victory gave the naval power of the enemy a blow from
which it never recovered and ended their threat in the
Mediterranean Sea. From the very first, the commander,
Don Juan, ascribed the triumph of his fleet to the powerful
intercession of the Rosary Queen.

“It was not generals nor battalions nor the arms that
brought us victory; but it was Our Lady of the Most Holy
Rosary.” To commemorate this victory and the power of the
Blessed Virgin, Pope Pius V established the Feast of Our
Lady of Victories, celebrated on October 7th. Later this was
changed to Our Lady of the Most Holy Rosary.

THE MEANING OF THE ROSARY The word Rosary means
“Crown of Roses”. Our Lady has revealed to several people
that each time they say a Hail Mary they are giving her a
beautiful rose and that each complete Rosary makes her a
crown of roses. The Holy Rosary is considered a perfect
prayer because within it lies the awesome story of our
salvation. With the Rosary in fact we meditate on the
mysteries of joy, of sorrow and the glory of Jesus and Mary.
It’s a simple prayer, humble so much like Mary. With the Hail
Mary we invite Mary to pray for us.

Our Lady always grants our request. She joins Her
prayer to ours. Therefore it becomes ever more useful,
because what Mary asks She always receives, Jesus can
never say no to whatever His Mother asks for. In every

apparition, the heavenly Mother has invited us to
say the Rosary as a powerful weapon against evil, to
bring us to true peace. With your prayer made together
with Your heavenly Mother, you can obtain the great gift
of bringing about a change of hearts and conversion.
Each day, through the prayer of the Rosary, you can drive
away many dangers and evils from yourselves, your
families, your community and your country.

THE ROSARY: A FAMILY PRAYER “The family that
prays together stays together.” Many of the problems
facing contemporary families, especially in economically
developed societies, result from their increasing difficulty
in communicating. Families seldom manage to come
together, and the rare occasions when they do are often
taken up with watching television. To return to the
recitation of the family Rosary means filling daily life with
very different images, images of the mystery of salva-
tion: the image of the Redeemer, the image of his most
Blessed Mother. The family that recites the Rosary
together reproduces something of the atmosphere of the
household of Nazareth: its members place Jesus at the
centre, they share his joys and sorrows, they place their
needs and their plans in his hands, they draw from him
the hope and the strength to go on.

OUR LADY OF THE MOST HOLY ROSARY SOLVES
EVERYTHING In 1917, our Blessed Mother appeared to
three young, poor children at Fatima. She told them she
was “Our Lady of the Rosary”. Sister Lucy, one of the
children, lived 97 years and left us with this reflection:
“The Most Holy Virgin, in these last times in which we
